1. Welcome and Introductions

3. Principal’s Comments:
· Ford Drive event was very successful.  Five hundred people attended, which helped school earn $10,000.
· Many athletic events still happening.
· Skill Trade Show will be held 4/22 in the school gym.  There will be many business representatives from the community there to speak to students about potential job opportunities.

· Prom tickets are being sold on-line.  Dates need to be 21 or younger.

· Senior event countdown begins.  Many events will occur throughout April and May with graduation held on 5/28.

· Preview of what next year will look like.  Our goal is to connect ALL students to their future.  Focus will be on graduation assurance.  Plan to connect all 9th grade students to a community/academy.  9th grade students need to feel connected to school and the hope is that belonging to an academy with give them a sense of belonging.  Discussion being held about the possibility of 9th grade students having their own “1st day of school.”  Energetic day will be planned to orient students to the high school campus.

4. Uniform policy:
· New uniform policy discussed with members with new requirements highlighted.  Mrs. Chenoweth led members through an activity that allowed everyone to list concerns they may have regarding the policy.  Each table then shared out common concerns.  Mrs. Chenoweth is committed to addressing parent, faculty, and student feedback about the new policy and how we will move forward. She will be meeting with a group of students soon and will discuss with teachers at the next faculty meeting.
· SAC members shared concerns and possible solutions that included:

●Potential funding through SAC to assist students in need

●Thrift store donations

●Questions about yoga pants (still allowed?), hats with fish hooks and some of the exceptions
